Organisational Structure



• Total operating revenue of $75M

• Operating expenses budgeted at $76M, after allowing for 
depreciation of $12.2M

• Results in an operating deficit of  $347, 927 (decrease of 
$2.6M on the 2009/10 budgeted operating surplus of 
$2.3M)

• Capital works and other major projects program totalling 
$15.4M ($11.1M in 2009/10)

• Section 94 revenue of $1.3M

• Fees and charges increased by an average of 3%

• Estimated employee award increase of 3%

• Estimated CPI increase of 3%

Neutral Bay Shopping 
Village Upgrade Program

• In 1997, Council established the Neutral Bay Streetscape Committee 
(NBSC) to help plan and prioritize the upgrade works in Neutral Bay 
shopping village

• NBSC has representatives from local Precincts, Chamber of 
Commerce, Councillors and Council Staff

• In consultation with the NBSC, Council developed a Master Plan for 
Neutral Bay in 2000

• Council with support of NBSC introduced a 5 year Special Rate levy 
($200k p.a.) in 03/04.  Levy was extended for further 5 years in 08/09

• Since 2000 Council has completed $3M of Capital works in Neutral
Bay of which 45% was funded from the Special Levy

• Improved Street Lighting

• Introduction of Outdoor 
Dinning Bays

• Improved Pedestrian Links

Neutral Bay Streetscape 
Works

• Major Project for 2010/11 - Street Tree 
planting and landscaping in Military Road

• Tenders Close 13 
October 2010

• Planting stock to be 
purchased in November 
2010

• Works due to Commence 
early in 2011



• Objective of project is to capture stormwater 
and use it to irrigate Council’s parks and 
ovals

• This scheme will use 83,000 kl per year of 
recycled storm water which, if purchased 
from Sydney Water, is valued at $160k

• Water for irrigation is now available during 
water restrictions. Improves the quality of the 
playing surface during these periods

GPT Extraction Point
• CDS 3030 primary 

treatment 

• 10 t/monthly cleanout 

• Full cleanout and screen 
blasting every 2 nd month

• Pumpwells after outlet 

• Sensors to reject 
unsuitable water (pH, 
EC, Cl, turb)

• 40-micron screen filter

• 1km rising main at 5 l/s
to St Leonards Park.

• 200m rising main at 20l/s 
to Cammeray Dam 



St Leonards - Storage

• 20-micron filter

• 280,000 litre Calibre 
plastic tanks buried in 
St Leonards Park

• Float switches control 
water level

• Holds enough water for 
a full irrigation cycle

• Extension to North 
Sydney Bowling Club 

• Ongoing “before” and 
“after” testing



St Leonards Park - Irrigation

• North Sydney Oval, 
Bon Andrews Oval & St 
Leonards Park

• Controlled by “Irrinet”
software using a radio 
linkage

• Built in alarms
• Flexibility to irrigate in 

zones
• Recycled water 

delivered at 10 l/s
• Mains supply as 

backup



Cammeray Golf Course 
and Oval

• Completed July 2008

• 3 Mega litre open dam

• Plastic lined

• Water feature for 
aeration and circulation

• New irrigation network 
for golf course

• Supplies recycled water 
to Cammeray Golf 
Course, NSC soccer 
oval and croquet field

Cremorne Point Suburb 
Boundary Adjustment

• Current Cremorne Point Suburb Boundary finalised in 1998 
after extensive consultation

• In late 1993 the initial boundaries were formulated using 
Post Code boundaries and historical records on Council’s 
Property System

• Public consultation was undertaken in 3 separate periods in 
1994/1995/1996. In total there were 750 written 
submissions, a number of petitions with over 700 
signatures and a public meeting attended by 70 people

• Creation of the new locality of ‘Kurraba Point’ in June 2010 
has created problems with the Neutral Bay suburb

• In August 2010, Council, following a request from Bennett 
Precinct, resolved to investigate an adjustment to the 
Cremorne Boundary

Next Steps
• Public consultation in Nov/Dec 2010 (Including advertisements 

in Mosman Daily and direct mail out to affected residents and 
property owners)

• Report back to Council in early February 2011 on the 
submissions (a public meeting may be required to reach a 
consensus view)

• Final Report to Council recommending adoption of boundaries 
based on consensus view.

• These boundaries are referred to Geographic Names Board 
(GNB).

• GNB undertakes its statutory advertising
• GNB refers any objections to Council for comment
• Council if required, undertake further consultation and submits 

its comments to GNB
• GNB, after referral to Minister, Gazettes the new boundaries
