PURPOSE: 
 
The purpose of this report is to present the findings of the six-month trial following the 
conversion of unrestricted parking to “2P 8:30am–6pm Mon–Fri, Permit Holders Excepted 
Area 21” on West Street between Ridge Street and Myrtle Street, North Sydney, and to seek 
the Traffic Committee’s endorsement of the change. 
 
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 
 
- The Traffic Committee endorsed a six-month trial to convert unrestricted parking on 

West Street, between Ridge Street and Myrtle Street, to “2P 8:30am–6pm Mon–Fri, 
Permit Holders Excepted Area 21” at its meeting on 9 May 2025 and requested a report 
on the trial’s impact. 

- Parking surveys conducted before and after the trial indicate that, although overall 
occupancy remained high due to strong demand, turnover increased significantly, with 
up to an 85% rise in unique vehicles using the spaces, enhancing shared access to on-
street parking in line with Council’s Integrated Transport Strategy. 

 
RECOMMENDATION: 
1. THAT the Committee notes the findings of the six-month trial for the conversion of 
unrestricted parking to “2P 8:30am–6pm Mon–Fri Permit Holders Excepted Area 21” on West 
Street between Ridge Street and Myrtle Street indicate improved occupancy and turnover of 
on-street parking. 
2. THAT the Committee endorse the proposed conversion of unrestricted parking to “2P 
8:30am-6pm Mon-Fri Permit Holders Excepted Area 21” at the following locations: 

• Between points 20m and 44m on the western side of West Street, north of Ridge 
Street, North Sydney. 

• Between points 26m and 140m on the eastern side of West Street, north of Ridge 
Street, North Sydney. 
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Background  
 
Between 9 July 2024 and 10 September 2024, Council undertook community consultation on 
a proposal to convert two sections of unrestricted parking on West Street to “1P 8:30am-6pm 
Mon-Fri Permit Holders Excepted Area 21”. Based on the submissions received, Council 
revised the proposal to “2P 8:30am-6pm Mon-Fri Permit Holders Excepted Area 21” 
restriction to better align with community needs.  
 
The revised proposal was open for consultation between 10 December 2024 and 4 March 
2025 and was considered at the Traffic Committee meeting on 9 May 2025. The Traffic 
Committee adopted minutes document: 
 
1. THAT the Committee endorse the proposed conversion of unrestricted parking to “2P 
8:30am-6pm Mon-Fri, Permit Holders Excepted Area 21” at the following locations:  

• Between points 20 metres and 44 metres (4 car spaces) on the western side of West 
Street, north of Ridge Street, North Sydney.  

• Between points 26 metres and 140 metres (19 car spaces) on the eastern side of West 
Street, north of Ridge Street, North Sydney.  

 
2. THAT these changes be undertaken as a trial for a six-month period, reporting on the impact 
of the change 6 months after installation. 
 
Accordingly, this report has been prepared to present the outcomes of the trial and assess 
the impact of the change, while considering Council’s Integrated Transport Strategy. 
 
Report  
 
To address the Traffic Committee’s recommendation for a six-month trial of “2P 8:30am–6pm 
Mon–Fri Permit Holders Excepted Area 21” on West Street, Council undertook parking 
surveys to assess on-street parking occupancy and turnover between Ridge Street and Myrtle 
Street. 
 
Morning, midday, and afternoon surveys were conducted both before and after the new 
restriction was installed on 25 June 2025. Pre-installation surveys took place on 19, 20, and 
23 May, and 17 June 2025. Post-installation surveys were completed in two rounds: the first 
two months after installation (25, 26, 29 August and 2 September 2025) and the second five 
months after installation (24, 25, 28 November and 2 December 2025). 
 
Post-installation surveys were conducted on the same weekdays as the pre-installation 
surveys, avoiding bin collection periods, to ensure conditions were comparable 
 
The results of the parking surveys are presented below and include an analysis of parking 
occupancy, turnover and other key observations. 
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1. Parking Occupancy Analysis 
Parking occupancy results before and after the installation of the new restriction are shown 
in the tables below. 
 
A 100% occupancy indicates that all on-street spaces were occupied and the parking area was 
at full capacity. 
 
Table 1: Pre-installation Parking Occupancy

Notes: Occupancy at 85% or below is shown in green. 
 
The findings show that following the installation of the new restriction, parking occupancy 
remained above the 85% threshold for most survey periods. Although occupancy occasionally 
fell below 85%, overall post-installation occupancy remained high. The lowest recorded 
occupancy was 70% post-installation, compared with 88% pre-installation. In addition, several 
periods of 100% occupancy were observed after the restriction was introduced. 
 
Overall, the new restriction generally had minimal impact on the ability to find an available 
parking space throughout the day. This limited change is likely due to the continued high 
demand for parking in the area. 
 
Nonetheless, the few survey periods with occupancy below 85% align with Council’s 
Integrated Transport Strategy, which seeks to maintain parking around this level to keep on-
street spaces accessible for those who need them most. 
 
2. Turnover Analysis 
Parking turnover results pre and post installation of the new restriction are shown in the 
graph below.  
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The value shown for each survey day represents the total number of unique vehicles recorded 
across the morning, midday and afternoon survey periods. For example, on Monday 19 May 
2025, 23 vehicles were recorded during the morning survey, followed by 1 new vehicle in the 
midday period and 2 new vehicles in the afternoon after earlier vehicles had departed. This 
resulted in a total of 26 unique vehicles recorded across the surveyed periods. 
 

 
 
The findings indicate an increase in the number of unique vehicles using the on-street parking, 
based on combined totals from the morning, midday and afternoon surveys. Pre-restriction, 
26–27 vehicles were recorded per day, then to up to 48 post-restriction, an increase of 
approximately 85%. This higher turnover indicates more vehicles accessed the same amount 
of kerbside space throughout the day, improving shared use and accessibility. 
 
The findings support Council’s Integrated Transport Strategy by demonstrating that the new 
restriction increases turnover and manages on-street parking as a shared community 
resource. By allowing more vehicles to access spaces throughout the day, the restriction 
promotes equitable use, improves accessibility, and encourages more effective use of limited 
parking, helping to balance demand and align with broader transport objectives. 
 
3. Additional Observations 

• Following the new parking restriction, on-street capacity slightly decreased from up to 
24 vehicles pre-installation to 20–24 vehicles post-installation, likely due to vehicle 
length variations. For example, a standard car may occupy a longer space if a larger 
vehicle, such as a car with a trailer, had previously parked there. This is a common 
occurrence in areas with high parking demand and turnover. Despite this, turnover 
surveys show more drivers were able to access on-street parking. 
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• One motorbike was observed during each pre-installation survey and one motorbike on 
2 September 2025 post-installation. Motorbikes were parked either at the end of the 
restriction or between two vehicles. Given their minimal space use and negligible 
impact on the assessment, motorbikes have been excluded from the survey results 
above. 

 
Community Feedback 
 
During the period from 9 May 2025 to the conclusion of the six-month trial on 25 December 
2025, Council received a single submission from the community. 
 
Responses to key concerns of the submission are outlined in the table below. 
 

Theme Submission Response

• Has a similar trial been 
conducted previously?

No, a similar trial has not been 
conducted previously. Proposed parking 
changes are considered by the Traffic 
Committee based on technical 
assessments undertaken by Council staff 
and community feedback. 
  
In this case, the purpose of the trial is to 
help Council better understand the 
effect of the change before making a 
permanent decision.  
  
The 6-month trial aims to assess 
whether the new restriction meets 
Council’s Integrated Transport Strategy 
objective to maintain occupancy at 85% 
(+/- 5%) in peak times.

As outlined in this report, parking 
occupancy surveys were conducted up 
to three times per day on typical 
weekdays, both before and after the 
installation of the new restriction. 
 
To ensure a fair comparison, surveys 
were conducted on the same weekdays 
and survey periods as pre-installation 
surveys, avoiding bin collection days 
that could reduce parking capacity. 
 
The surveys recorded vehicles observed 
during each period, rather than tracking 
every vehicle continuously throughout 
the day. This approach provides a 
representative snapshot of parking use 
while maintaining a practical 
methodology for data collection.

Parking occupancy and turnover surveys 
were conducted to determine whether 
the new restriction achieves outcomes 
consistent with the Integrated Transport 
Strategy. 
 
The new restriction is not intended to 
limit access for residents without a 
permit or distinguish between local and 
out-of-area vehicles; rather, it aims to 
increase availability so that on-street 
parking, a public resource, can be 
shared fairly across the community. 

Residents without permits may be 
affected during weekday daytime hours. 
Eligible residents can apply for a permit, 
while non-eligible residents may need to 
consider off-street parking. Residents 
who own more vehicles than their 
property can accommodate should note 
that reliance on on-street parking carries 
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the risk of limited availability. The 
Resident Parking Permit Policy’s 
eligibility criteria and limits are designed 
to provide equitable access while 
supporting broader transport objectives. 

Hence, vehicle registration checks are 
not required, as the trial focuses on 
overall turnover and parking availability 
in line with Council’s Integrated 
Transport Strategy. 

Enforcement • Will the parking rangers 
monitor parking tickets 
issued to residents 
breaching the 2-hour limit 
on West Street? 

Yes. Council rangers have been notified 
of the new restriction and can 
undertake enforcement action. 

 
Consultation Requirements  
 
No further community engagement is proposed in relation to this matter. 
 
Financial/Resource Implications 
 
The cost of upgrading proposed changes to parking restrictions will be covered by Council’s 
Operating Expenditure budget.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 
 
Items Council approved under delegation to Council by NSW Authorisation and Delegation 
Instrument 2025 – Prescribed Traffic Control Devices and Regulation of Traffic (01 August 
2025) under the Roads Act 1993 and under North Sydney Council Combined Instrument of 
Delegation (07 August 2025 and 18 December 2025). 
 
NSW Authorisation and Delegation Instrument 2025 – Prescribed Traffic Control Devices and 
Regulation of Traffic requires a post facto record of any use of the prescribed traffic control 
device authorisation. The attachment to this report serves as that record. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
 
1. THAT the information regarding the items approved by Council under Delegated Authority 
is noted. 
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Consultation requirements  
 
Community engagement is not required. 
Community consultation was not required. However, the community has been notified in 
line with the requirement for approval. 
 
Financial/Resource Implications 
 
The cost for these items is paid by the relevant application fees in the adopted North Sydney 
Council fees and charges or funded from Traffic’s LATM budget and Council’s operational 
budget. 
 
Legislation  
 
1. NSW Authorisation and Delegation Instrument 2025 – Prescribed Traffic Control Devices 

and Regulation of Traffic. 
 
Council continues to have powers to undertake road work under section 71 of the Roads Act 
1993, to undertake traffic control work on unclassified roads under section 87 of the Roads 
Act 1993, and to regulate traffic under section 115 to complete those works.  
 
Transport retains the power to carry out traffic control work on any road, and to regulate 
traffic for any purpose.  
 
Councils may only perform functions under the Instrument in their own local government 
area and generally on unclassified roads (often referred to as ‘local’ roads).  
 
For the purposes of condition 4(b) of Schedule 4 of the Instrument, a post facto record of any 
use of the prescribed traffic control device authorisation must include:  
 

• type  
• specific location  
• date  
 

Additional information may be included at the discretion of council. 
 

2. North Sydney Council Combined Instrument of Delegation 

•  Roads Closure The position holder is delegated authority to make an application for a 
road closure under Part 4 Division 1 of the Roads Act 1993 

•  Roads - Roads Act 1993 - works, traffic controls. The position holder is delegated 
authority to a) exercise all functions contained in the Roads Act 1993 necessary to 
carry out maintenance and construction of Council’s roads in accordance with the 
Council’s adopted budget; b) issue (and revoke) an Order prohibiting a person from 
causing a vehicle under the person’s control to pass along a specified local road under 
Section 122 of the Roads Act 1993; and c) authorise the regulation of traffic on a public 
road by means of barriers or notices for any of the purposes set out in section 115(2) 
of the Roads Act 1993 (in so far as they apply to the Council as a roads authority), 
including the authority to appoint traffic controllers in accordance with clause 6 of the 
Roads Regulation 2008. 
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•  Roads - Events The position holder is delegated authority to: a) grant a permit to any 
person to conduct a road event on a public road, in accordance with section 144 of 
the Roads Act 1993, where the Council is the roads authority; b) determine 
applications for a temporary closure of a public road; and c) determine applications 
for a temporary occupation of a public footway. 

 
These delegations relate to the following sections of NSW legislation: 

• Section 71 of the Roads Act 1993 – Council has the powers to undertake Road Works 
• Section 87 of the Roads Act 1993 – Council has the power to carry out Traffic Control 

Work 
• Section 115 of the Roads Act 1993 – Council has the power to regulate traffic (e.g. 

close a road) to facilitate road works, preventing damage and events  
• Section 138 of the Roads Act 1993 – Give consent to a person to erect a structure or 

carry out works on or over a public road  
• Section 122 of the Road Transport Act 2013 – Council has the power to install 

Prescribed Traffic Control Devices 
• Section 124 of the Road Transport Act 2013 – Council has the power to remove
